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Welcome & DHI Context

ü Over the past 19 years PEPFAR has funded and implemented country-level 
information systems ïclinical, prevention, lab, surveillance, commodity and others

ü Many systems have been planted, bloomed, and/or withered over this period

ü PEPFAR needs a more comprehensive view on the status of all systems funded at 
a country level, the degree to which they are available for data usage for program 
improvement

ü Sustaining epidemic control requires granular data from clinical, laboratory, 
commodity and surveillance systems

ü These systems have also been used for pandemic response
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DHI Context cont.

ü Moving from anecdote to evidence: make data driven digital health investments

ü Realizing potential for donor coordination: To engage in investment coordination 

and achieve systems that countries accept and sustain, we need to be intentional, 

understand what is already there and what is needed/desired

ü Build upon existing data model and platform: DHI data is a subset and aligned with 

the WHO Digital Health Atlas and developed in parallel with USAIDôs Map & Match
